Reporting Incidences: A friendly reminder to all residents to report incidents or suspicious 
behavior and non-emergency calls immediately to the Sheriff Dispatch at 330-725-6631. 
Emergency calls to 911. When making your calls, it is always helpful to have an accurate 
description of exact location, vehicle, license plate number or individual.

 

Village Curfews: Curfews are in effect in the Village from 11 PM to 5 AM Sunday thru 
Thursday and midnight to 5 AM on Friday and Saturday for all youths under the age of 18, 
unless with an adult over the age of 18. During curfew hours, all youth are prohibited from 
sidewalks, streets, and public property. The Beach is open from 10 AM through dark, 
Memorial Day to Labor Day. Basketball and tennis courts are open till dark. Dark is defined 
by when the Village streetlights come on. A violation of Curfew is a minor misdemeanor, 
which could mean a fine of $150 and court costs.

Soliciting:   The Village prohibits soliciting, except for non-profit organizations and political 
activities. Please report any soliciting to dispatch. 

DOOR TO DOOR SOLICITATION ORDINANCE NO. 857-21 adopted 2/8/21 A. DOOR TO 
DOOR AND PUBLIC PROPERTY SOLICITATION PROHIBITED

1. No person shall solicit anyone on public property within the Village or call at any 
residence or place of business within the Village without the invitation or previous consent 
of the owner or occupant to attempt to sell goods or services of any kind, solicit orders or 
subscriptions for the purchase of goods or services of any kind, or solicit contributions of 
cash or any other property for any purpose or reason, except as set forth in Part B. hereof.

2. In this Ordinance “ublic Property”includes all Village buildings, parks, parking lots, or 
property open to the public or to residents of the Village.

B. THIS SECTION AND PROHIBITION SHALL NOT APPLY TO ANY OF THE 
FOLLOWING PERSONS:

1. Students enrolled in any school in the Cloverleaf School District who are soliciting 
contributions, sales or orders for the benefit of their school or for any school-related activity 
or purpose; and 2. Persons seeking contributions or soliciting in any other manner for bona 
fide local community organizations such as the Chippewa Lake Village Pride Committee, 
the Chippewa Lake Ski Club, the Chippewa Lake Garden Club, the Chippewa Lake Lions 
Club, the Chippewa Lake Neighborhood Watch, the Chippewa Lake Watersport 
Association, and other local community service organizations; and 3. Persons seeking 
contributions by or on behalf of organizations which have been accorded exempt status 
under Section 501(C)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code; and 4. Persons who 
are providing information, literature or other communication regarding political issues, 
political candidates or any religious institution or religion.

C. TIME LIMIT ON SOLICITATION

No person shall engage in solicitation permitted in Part B. hereof within the Village except 
between sunrise and sunset each day.

D. PENALTIES

Whoever violates of this Ordinance is guilty of a minor misdemeanor for the first offense 
and a misdemeanor of the fourth offense for any subsequent offense.

 

Parking: Residents and guests need to follow Village parking restrictions and areas where 
permits are required. Parking permits may be purchased when purchasing Boat Ramp and 
Lake Access Permits

 

Unlicensed Golf Cart Drivers: All drivers of golf carts must have a valid Ohio Driver’ 
License. Unlicensed drivers are subject to arrest with parents being subject to “ontributing 
to the delinquency of a minor.”Should an accident be involved with the arrest….it gets really 
ugly from there….just don’ do it.

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SMOKE ALARMS SAVE LIVES!
Please follow these simple steps when handling and maintaining smoke alarms:
-Test your smoke alarm at least twice a year
-Change the batteries in every smoke alarm and carbon monoxide detector in your home at 
least twice a year when you change your clocks.
-Have at least two-planned escape routes from your home with a designated meeting 
place.
 
CPR & First Aid Training
CPR and First Aid All residents, adults or youth are encouraged to learn CPR and First Aid. 
CPR Classes are held on an as needed basis. If you are interested in learning CPR please 
call the station and leave your contact information or email cuniack@lafayetteownship.com 
and a department member will be get in touch with you.
 
Hydrants
LTFD will be conducting our annual fire hydrant maintenance over the next few weeks. This 
consists of working the valves, flushing the hydrants, and performing any minor repairs 
necessary to keep the hydrants in working order. This may result in some “muddy” water, 
so residents are advised to run their water until it is clear. We will do our best to inform 
residents via social media when we are working in their neighborhoods.

Ohio Burn Ban
This law prohibits outdoor open burning statewide in unincorporated areas during the 
months of March, April, May, October, and November between the hours of 6 a.m. and 6 
p.m. This ban includes burning of yard waste, trash, and debris, even in a proper burn 
barrel. During spring, wildfire danger is high before plants have turned green, and in fall, fire 
danger is high due to abundant dry leaves and dead grass. Warm, windy weather in both 
seasons also contribute to elevated fire risk. Always be sure to use a proper burn barrel 
when burning outdoors during legal hours.

After months of winter weather and a cold and rainy spring, we are finally starting to enjoy 
the ability to get outside.  While you are out and about, take stock and inventory of what 
needs to be done at home.  You can also include a suggestion to the Village of projects that 
should be placed on the “needs to be done” list.  We do our best to keep you informed and 
make the information timely and easy to find.  If you have not checked out our website 
recently, please log on and look around the site.  We also provide information on Facebook 
as well as Claire’s List.  Want to attend the Village Meeting but the scheduled day, time, 
and place does not work?  Log onto “Youtube” and watch “live” or when it’s convenient for 
you.  The Link can be found on the Village Website.  Council meetings are every second 
Monday of the month.

Dog walkers please be responsible and “Take a Bag”.  Dog waste is nothing that anyone 
wants to be tracked into their home or into the family car.  Remember a dog outside needs 
to be enclosed on the owner’s property or on a leash.  It is a zoning requirement.

For your protection, we are a zoned community so please don’t engage in any project 
without checking before you start.  Our zoning regulations and permit applications 
(www.chippewalake.net) are on the Village Website.  Approved permits generally take 3 to 
5 days.  The Zoning Inspector, Jim Brandenburg is a phone call (330-439-0035) away 
between 9:00 AM and 6:00 PM, excluding Sunday.  Texting (330-439-0035) and emailing 
(chippewalakezi@gmail.com) also work equally well.  If something more than a 
conversation is required, Jim will schedule an appointment to review and discuss your 
project.

Spring is FINALLY here and as always, there is LOTS going on! 
Ramp Keys
The locks on the boat ramp gates WILL NOT be changed at this time. If you currently have 
a boat ramp key, you will not need to purchase a new one. New residence or boat owners 
may purchase Ramp Keys for $20 per key.

Watercraft Stickers
Watercraft stickers are $7.50/sticker and are REQUIRED for any watercraft utilizing the 
Village boat ramp.

Parking Permits
A parking permit is required to park at any of our village parks. A Resident Parking Pass is 
FREE, does not expire and allows you to park at Pochedly, Point Park and Bungalow Bay. 
Please note, this does NOT include the Lake Access (beach) parking lot. One Resident 
Parking Pass is allowed per family.
A Lake Access (beach) Parking Pass costs $35 and allows you to park in the lake access 
parking lot as well as any other village parking area. Please note – Park Attendants will 
NOT be selling Lake Access passes. The Lake Access pass will allow you and your family 
(living at the same address) access to the sand area throughout the season. Please hang 
your Lake Access Parking Pass on your rear view mirror at all times while parking at the 
Lake Access (beach) parking lot. The Park Attendants will have your Lake Access 
information available at the Lake Access area for confirmation. Registration (sign in) for 
residents and your guests is required at the entrance. Please note, you are responsible for 
your guests’ behavior. In addition, any child 11 years or younger must be accompanied and 
supervised by a person of senior high school age or older while in the Lake Access area. 
Guests may NOT purchase Lake Access Parking Passes. Lake Access Park Attendants 
are NOT lifeguards. NO LIFEGUARD IS ON DUTY AT THE LAKE ACCESS AREA AT ANY 
TIME. SWIMMING AT THE LAKE ACCESS AREA IS AT YOUR OWN RISK. In the case of 
high algae levels, the sand area will remain open, however, residents and guests are 
suggested to review Medina County Parks health recommendations with regards to contact 
with the water.
Officers will begin ticketing parking violations after Memorial Day weekend if no parking 
pass is displayed.

Renewal by Mail
Once again, the Ramp Committee is offering RENEWAL BY MAIL! For your convenience, 
we strongly encourage you to utilize our mail in option for parking passes, stickers and 
replacement keys. Please note, you may choose to have your items mailed
back to your residence or you may pick them up at the beach after 6/1. We will also be 
having an in-person public sale Sat., May 13th from 1-4 pm.

Ramp Rules
Just a reminder-while the lake is public, our watercraft ramp is not. Attempting to put a 
watercraft in the lake via our ramp without a current Chippewa Lake Village Ramp Access 
sticker, giving your key or opening the gate with your key for anyone else, loaning or giving 
your sticker or key to any other individual will result in revocation of ramp privileges and 
turning in your ramp key. Please display your watercraft sticker at all times on the back of 
the transom above the water line and to the right (starboard) side of the watercraft’s 
centerline stand behind the watercraft looking at the transom. The watercraft sticker shall 
be in clear view without obstruction at all times. Close and lock the ramp gate immediately 
after passing through the gate. Your key cannot be taken out of the lock until the lock is 
closed or locked. Do not leave the gate open while you load or unload your watercraft from 
the trailer. Cars/trucks with watercraft trailers may not be parked in the Lake (beach) 
Access parking lot or in the watercraft launch area for any longer than 15 minutes. 
Observed violations of the ordinance should be reported to a Ramp Committee member 
and the Police.

Point Park
Be sure to check out the Bocce Ball court and Corn Hole games at Point Park. You can 
bring your own corn hole bags or check a set out from the park attendants at the beach on 
your Lake Access Pass! All items must be returned same day prior to beach closing. Other 
items for checkout include a bocce ball set, shuffle board set, etc.

Mosquito Control Tips
While we’re all excited about warmer temps, the mosquitos... not so much. Mosquitos can 
breed in as little as one inch of water, which means there are numerous places around a 
home that might support them. It is important to get rid of possible breeding sites to avoid a 
yard full of these biting insects.
Remove empty containers
Start by cleaning up any containers left lying around the yard. Put away buckets, pick up 
toys, and dump any pet dishes kept outside. If the dog must have a dish in the backyard, 
make sure the water is changed daily. Other containers might need to stay outside as well. 
Punch holes in them so water drains.
Cut the grass and trim the bushes
During the day, mosquitos like to rest in tall grass or among shrubs in a moist, shady spot. 
Keeping the grass short deprives them of a resting place. Also, rake up any fallen leaves. 
An overturned leaf can hold enough water for a mosquito’s eggs, and also give them a 
place to wait out the day.
Check the rain gutters
Gutters will also become plugged by leaves, blown branches, or other debris, and water will 
accumulate instead of draining out. Clean them out regularly, especially during the
summer. If water is left standing in the gutters more than a week, mosquitos will lay eggs in 
them.
Fill in any low-lying areas in the yard
These depressions can hold water after a rain or when the lawn is watered. Without proper 
drainage, the water will stay for days, allowing mosquitos a chance to breed. Add dirt and 
sod, or install a drainage system. There is no guarantee that cleaning up possible breeding 
sites will keep mosquitos away. They can still breed elsewhere and fly into the yard but 
most mosquitos feed within a few hundred yards of where they were hatched, so it will help 
reduce the number of biting mosquitos in the immediate area.

From what we’ve been told this network will be faster, 
more reliable, and more affordable than the current choices we have. As a resident of the 
village you are more than welcome to keep your existing internet service but now you will 
have another choice if you would like to make a change to your internet provider.

It’s been said that Parker Beach wanted the visitors of Chippewa Lake Amusement Park to 
see boats sailing out on the water, so he decided to start a sailing club. That was more than 
82 years ago, and Chippewa Yacht Club has been a part of the Village ever since. 
Throughout its history one thing has remained constant: CYC has fostered, encouraged, 
and engaged its members in the sport of sailing. CYC’s 
Sunday afternoon races have been a familiar sight on 
the lake for decades.

In addition to sailing, CYC offers members a gathering 
place to enjoy a picnic with family, launch their kayaks, 
and enjoy other club activities such as holiday potlucks, 
game nights, informal get-togethers, or just a place to 
take in Chippewa Lake's stunning sunsets. CYC is 
active from April through October. Members are 
dedicated to the upkeep and maintenance of the club 
and volunteer their time to help keep the cost of annual 
dues as low as possible.

In 2021 CYC became a partnering organization with the Medina County Park District and 
now has the opportunity to offer public programming through MCPD such as the Spirit of 
America Youth Boating Education Program. During the course, students earn their boating 
license, learn drowning prevention and swim to survive skills, and receive instruction on 
sailboats, powerboats, and paddle craft.

LAWN MAINTENANCE

A reminder to Village homeowners that small actions add up! Please avoid using fertilizer 
with phosphorus on your lawns and avoid any fertilizer near a stormwater grate.

Storm drains found in our streets and yards empty into Chippewa Lake. So, when we 
fertilize our lawn we are also fertilizing the lake. Fertilizer in our lake is one of the triggers 
that causes algae to grow.

We are encouraging all homeowners in the Chippewa Lake watershed to use phosphorus 
free fertilizers on their lawns. If you apply it yourself, look for phosphorus free fertilizers. You 
can be sure you are getting a zero-phosphorus product by checking the N-P-K nutrient mix 
on the bags. The “P” in the mix stands for the amount of phosphorus it contains. A 
phosphorus-free product would list this value as “0”.

Scotts Miracle-Gro has removed phosphorus from its popular Turf Builder line of lawn 
fertilizer to help reduce the type of harmful algae blooms that have plagued waterways such 
as Grand Lake St. Mary’s, Lake Erie and our own Chippewa Lake. Scotts researchers 
learned that there is enough phosphorus in most soils to grow healthy turf, especially when 
grass clippings are left on lawns. If you have a stormwater grate in your yard, don’t apply 
fertilizer within two feet of it.

The following lawn care companies can provide zero phosphorus applications to lawns in 
the Chippewa Lake area. Call one and ask for zero phosphorus applications and ask that 
they not apply on rainy days. Don’t forget to check your invoice to assure they applied a 
zero-phosphorus fertilizer.

The ramp has been slowly filling in.Take extra precaution to protect your prop on low water 
conditions.

EURASIAN WATERMILFOIL

 Jim Spetz, Medina County Park Naturalist, said Eurasian Watermilfoil is growing in 
Chippewa Lake but it can be removed manually. Milfoil is the fern-like plant growing near 
our docks and visible in shallow water.

Just be careful to remove it completely from the lake. If you pull out the plant, try to remove 
the root (in the lake bottom) as well. The plant self-fragments and pieces of milfoil from 
patches break off the parent plant and re-root nearby. When you clean your propellers, 
bring the milfoil back to land. DO NOT THROW ANY MILFOIL BACK IN THE LAKE. It is 
safe to put on land or in a garden where it will not be swept back into the lake.

Please do not put chemicals in the Lake. Many of the chemicals that are commonly used to 
control submersed plants come with use restrictions (i.e., no swimming, drinking, irrigation, 
etc.) that must be posted for a specified period of time to help keep people safe. 
Additionally, application of any of these chemicals would generally require notification with 
the state to be used in a body of water like Chippewa Lake.

Deceptively delicate and fragile in appearance, the Eurasian watermilfoil forms thick

mats in shallow areas of a lake, quickly growing and spreading to block sunlight, killing off 
native aquatic plants that fish and other underwater species rely on for food and shelter. In 
North America, the plant threatens the diversity and abundance of native plants as well as 
the ecological balance of lakes and ponds, which in turn adversely affects recreational 
opportunities. If left unchecked, invasive watermilfoil will spread through a lake, or even to 
other lakes by transmission. If you are a boater try not to drive through these floating 
watermilfoil mats. Check and clean your prop every time you leave your dock. Eurasian 
watermilfoil will foul engine props and jet skis (immediately). Swimmers should also avoid 
trying to swim through this floating plant as well.
